Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen. Indeed, by faith our ancestors received approval. By faith we understand that the worlds were prepared by the word of God, so that what is seen was made from things that are not visible. By faith Abraham obeyed when he was called to set out for a place that he was to receive as an inheritance; and he set out, not knowing where he was going. By faith he stayed for a time in the land he had been promised, as in a foreign land, living in tents, as did Isaac and Jacob, who were heirs with him of the same promise. For he looked forward to the city that has foundations, whose architect and builder is God. By faith he received power of procreation, even though he was too old-- and Sarah herself was barren-- because he considered him faithful who had promised. Therefore from one person, and this one as good as dead, descendants were born, "as many as the stars of heaven and as the innumerable grains of sand by the seashore."  All of these died in faith without having received the promises, but from a distance they saw and greeted them. They confessed that they were strangers and foreigners on the earth, for people who speak in this way make it clear that they are seeking a homeland. If they had been thinking of the land that they had left behind, they would have had opportunity to return. But as it is, they desire a better country, that is, a heavenly one. Therefore God is not ashamed to be called their God; indeed, he has prepared a city for them.   [11:1-3,8-16]

Notes from Pat…

“I have said these things to you while I am still with you.  But the Advocate (Helper), the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you everything, and remind you of all that I have said to you.”  John 14:25-26

Jesus reminds us to listen to the Holy Spirit so we can hear what He has told His Disciples and is telling us.  We too continue to listen to the Holy Spirit during this time of interviewing the applicants to our call for our new Rector.

As the Search Committee does their interviewing, the work of the Parish continues on with many activities.  As mentioned last Sunday, the Vestry has decided that we need to repair the cracks, resurface and restripe the front parking lot.  We attempted to fill in the cracks a few years ago and now find we really need to replace the asphalt, seal the surface and stripe the entire front parking lot.  

We are worried about the possibility of someone injuring themselves with the cracks being so wide, especially in the handicapped parking area.

The Vestry has found seed money for the project, and we are also asking our members to help us financially with this project.  This is similar to when we did the carpeting project which was also financially supported by our parishioners.

We are starting a “Parking Lot Asphalt Campaign” for which we are asking that you prayerfully consider purchasing (donating) a parking “space” for whatever amount you feel comfortable with contributing.  Please note on your check – Parking Lot Campaign.  

The Campaign will be during August, September and to the middle of October.  We will keep you updated on the progress and the contributions.  Additionally Diana Christy our Junior Warden will have information on closing our lot and explaining new entrances into our church.
